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	The person is trying to HEAT UP.
Methods: radiation
	ONE: The person is emitting heat energy as electromagnetic waves. The survival blanket is shiny and light coloured. The light, shiny blanket REFLECTS RADIATED HEAT back to the person so none is lost.
TWO: The sun shines on the survival blanket and conducts the heat through to the person warming them up.
