	A long tube with a muscular wall, attached to the back of the mouth.
	Churns food around mixing it with the juices.

	A large tube through which solid waste passes.
	Teeth break food up.
	Water is removed so body does not dehydrate.

	Muscle action (peristalsis) is able to push food down.
